Overview Tent

Welcome to Messiah’s Prophecies.  My name is _____ and I will be your guide today through prophecy.   Prophecy is God’s word, or promise, of what is going to happen in the future. 

In Messiah’s mansion, when we walk through the sanctuary, we see the prophecy of Christ’s life and church through earth’s history.  In Messiah’s prophecy we see the prophecy of nations through earth’s history.  Sometimes, church and state mingle together.  

Have you noticed this world is going mad?  Do you think we are living in the last days?  Wouldn’t it be nice to come to the end of this world as we know it – the end of crime, violence, corruption and calamity? 

God knows all things.  Thousands of years ago, God revealed the main players of earth’s history and the closing scenes of this world so we will not be taken by surprise.  He wants us to be prepared to live through these crazy times and be ready for Christ’s 2nd coming.

Amos 3:7 says, “Surely the Lord God will do nothing, but he revealeth his secret unto his servants the prophets.”

Isaiah 46:9-10 says, “Remember the former things of old: for I am God, and there is none else; I am God, and there is none like me, declaring the end from the beginning, and from ancient times the things that are not yet done, saying, My counsel shall stand, and I will do all my pleasure.”

The story of this earth’s history begins with Adam & Eve.  When they were deceived by Satan and chose to sin, they lost their connection with God.  In Genesis 3:15 God gave His first prophecy.  “I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heal.”  Satan would hurt God’s people, but in the end, God will triumph and Satan will be destroyed.

Another prophecy was given to Abraham when he was 75 years old.  He was told his descendants would be afflicted for 400 years, but they would multiple as the stars of heaven and would be given the land of Canaan.  (Genesis 15:13, 26:4)

Joseph, Abraham’s great-grandson, played a crucial role in fulfilling this prophecy.  God also gave Joseph several visions of prophecy that came to pass.  As a youth, Joseph was his father’s favorite son and was given a coat of many colors.  At age 17, Joseph had a dream that his 11 brother’s sheafs bowed to his sheaf.  Then Joseph dreamed that the sun, moon, and eleven stars bowed down to him.  Joseph told his dreams to his brothers, and they hated him.  One day, Joseph’s father sent him to go check on his brothers who were watching their sheep.  The brothers saw Joseph coming and decided to kill him.  Throughout Joseph’s life, Satan tried to prevent his visions and prophecy from coming true.  But God won.  Reuben persuaded the brothers to throw Joseph into a pit instead.  Later, a caravan of Ishmaelites came by, and Joseph’s brothers sold him.  Joseph was a slave in Egypt to Potipher.  When Potipher’s wife tempted him, Joseph again stayed faithful and said, “How could I do such a wicked thing and sin against God?” Joseph fled and was then falsely accused by Potipher’s wife.  Joseph was thrown in prison.  Once again Joseph was faithful to God and he advanced to be in charge of the prisoners.  While Joseph was in prison, two prisoners had dreams but didn’t understand them.  God used Joseph to interpret their dreams.  Within three days, Pharoah would release the cupbearer but kill the baker.  And these visions were exactly fulfilled by God to the very day.  

2 years later, Pharoah had two dreams, and was troubled, but couldn’t understand them.  Pharoah called his magicians, but they couldn’t interpret the dreams.  Then the cupbearer remembered Joseph, and told Pharoah a Hebrew in prison had interpreted his vision and it had exactly come to pass.  Pharoah called for Joseph, who said God would give the answer.  Joseph interpreted the dream, that there would be a famine.  That day Joseph was taken from prison to second in command in Egypt and given the job to prepare for the famine.  Despite all that Satan did to destroy Joseph, Joseph was faithful.  God used Joseph to fulfill prophecy by bringing the Israelites to live in Egypt, and save them from famine.  

God had prophesied to Abraham that his children would be afflicted for 400 years, but they would be delivered.  Satan heard the time prophecy also, and so he tried to prevent it from happening.  When the time came for a deliverer of God’s people to be born, Pharoah made a decree for all the boys to be put to death.  But Moses was born, and God saved His life.  Moses indeed fulfilled the prophecy and delivered Israel on the exact day prophesied – exactly 400 years after their affliction began.

Let me tell you about another time prophecy God gave the children of Israel.  Over 100 years before it came to pass, God told the children of Israel they would be conquered by Babylon, be captives for 70 years, and then a king named Cyrus would allow them to return to their land.

Hezekiah, a godly king of Israel, got sick and called for God’s prophet.  Isaiah told Hezekiah to set his house in order because he was going to die.  Hezekiah wept and prayed to God.  God told Isaiah to immediately tell Hezekiah he would be given 15 more years to live.  God told Hezekiah He would move the shadow of the sundial back 10 degrees as a sign that His prophecy was true.  The sundial moved back, and those in Babylon, who worshiped the sun, were shocked that their god turned back!  They heard the story of Hezekiah and ambassadors were sent.  Instead of Hezekiah telling these ambassadors about the power of God, he showed all the great treasures of his kingdom.  

Isaiah 39:3-7 says, “Then came Isaiah the prophet unto king Hezekiah, and said unto him, What said these men?  And from whence came they unto thee?  And Hezekiah said, They are come from a far country unto me, even from Babylon.  Then said he, What have they seen in thine house?  And Hezekiah answered, All that is in mine house have they seen: there is nothing among my treasures that I have not shewed them.  Then said Isaiah to Hezekiah, Hear the word of the Lord of hosts: [PAY ATTENTION!  God is talking!!!]  Behold, the days come that all that is in thine house, and that which thy fathers have laid up in store until this day, shall be carried to Babylon: nothing shall be left, saith the Lord, [All their treasures would be carried away to Babylon.]  and of thy sons that shall issue from thee, which thou shall beget, shall they take away; and they shall be eunuchs in the palace of the king of Babylon.  [And it was also prophesied that his descendants would become eunuchs in the palace of Babylon]

Now let’s look at the fulfillment of these prophecies over 100 years later:  Daniel 1:1-4 says, “In the third year of the reign of Jehoiakim king of Judah came Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon unto Jerusalem, and besieged it.  [In 605 BC Babylon conquered Judah.]   And the Lord gave [notice God gave – God was in control of historical events]  Jehoiakim king of Judah into his hand, with part of the vessels of the house of God: which he carried into the land of Shinar to the house of his god; and he brought the vessels into the treasure house of his god.  [so we see the treasures, the vessels of God’s house, carried from Israel to Babylon.]  And the king spake unto Ashpenaz the master of his eunuchs, that he should bring certain of the children of Israel, and of the king's seed, and of the princes;  Children in whom was no blemish, but well favoured, and skilful in all wisdom, and cunning in knowledge, and understanding science, and such as had ability in them to stand in the king's palace, and whom they might teach the learning and the tongue of the Chaldeans.  [And we know Daniel and his 3 friends were part of the fulfillment of that prophecy.  They were the king’s descendants, and they were eunuchs educated and serving in the palace of Babylon.]

So God revealed to his servants the prophets what would happen, and history happened exactly how God said it would.  The treasures of God’s house were taken to Babylon, and Daniel was a eunuch in the palace of the king.

God also told the Israelites they would be in Babylon for 70 years: Jeremiah 29:10 says, “For thus saith the Lord, that after seventy years be accomplished at Babylon I will visit you, and perform my good word toward you, in causing you to return to this place.”

Daniel 9:2 says, “In the first year of his reign [King Darius] I Daniel understood by books the number of the years, whereof the word of the Lord came to Jeremiah the prophet, that he would accomplish 70 years in the desolations of Jerusalem.”  And so Daniel knew when God’s time had come to deliver His children from Babylon.  

We are now going to move to the next station and learn about another dream, and another prophecy.

Daniel 2 Statue (Daniel 2-3)


Here we see an 18ft. image from King Nebuchadnezzar, the king of Babylon’s, dream.

One night, King Nebuchadnezzar was very troubled by a dream he had.  He called all his wisemen together, and asked them to tell him what he had dreamed and the interpretation.  But of course, they couldn’t.  The king was so furious!  Realizing that they didn’t truly have any super-powers, but were just men who had been lying and making things up, he decreed all the king’s wisemen to be killed.  Daniel and his friends were sought, and Daniel asked the king for some time.  Daniel and his friends prayed to God, and God revealed the dream and its interpretation to Daniel.  Daniel went before the king and told him the vision and the interpretation that had been given to him by God.

Daniel 2:31-48  “Thou, O king, sawest, and behold a great image. This great image, whose brightness was excellent, stood before thee; and the form thereof was terrible.  This image's head was of fine gold, his breast and his arms of silver, his belly and his thighs of brass, His legs of iron, his feet part of iron and part of clay.  Thou sawest till that a stone was cut out without hands, which smote the image upon his feet that were of iron and clay, and brake them to pieces.  Then was the iron, the clay, the brass, the silver, and the gold, broken to pieces together, and became like the chaff of the summer threshingfloors; and the wind carried them away, that no place was found for them: and the stone that smote the image became a great mountain, and filled the whole earth.  This is the dream; and we will tell the interpretation thereof before the king.  Thou, O king, art a king of kings: for the God of heaven hath given thee a kingdom, power, and strength, and glory.   And wheresoever the children of men dwell, the beasts of the field and the fowls of the heaven hath he given into thine hand, and hath made thee ruler over them all. Thou art this head of gold.   And after thee shall arise another kingdom inferior to thee, and another third kingdom of brass, which shall bear rule over all the earth.  And the fourth kingdom shall be strong as iron: forasmuch as iron breaketh in pieces and subdueth all things: and as iron that breaketh all these, shall it break in pieces and bruise.  And whereas thou sawest the feet and toes, part of potters' clay, and part of iron, the kingdom shall be divided; but there shall be in it of the strength of the iron, forasmuch as thou sawest the iron mixed with miry clay.  And as the toes of the feet were part of iron, and part of clay, so the kingdom shall be partly strong, and partly broken.  And whereas thou sawest iron mixed with miry clay, they shall mingle themselves with the seed of men: but they shall not cleave one to another, even as iron is not mixed with clay.  And in the days of these kings shall the God of heaven set up a kingdom, which shall never be destroyed: and the kingdom shall not be left to other people, but it shall break in pieces and consume all these kingdoms, and it shall stand for ever.  Forasmuch as thou sawest that the stone was cut out of the mountain without hands, and that it brake in pieces the iron, the brass, the clay, the silver, and the gold; the great God hath made known to the king what shall come to pass hereafter: and the dream is certain, and the interpretation thereof sure.
Then the king Nebuchadnezzar fell upon his face, and worshipped Daniel, and commanded that they should offer an oblation and sweet odours unto him.  The king answered unto Daniel, and said, Of a truth it is, that your God is a God of gods, and a Lord of kings, and a revealer of secrets, seeing thou couldest reveal this secret.  Then the king made Daniel a great man, and gave him many great gifts, and made him ruler over the whole province of Babylon, and chief of the governors over all the wise men of Babylon.”

So king Nebuchadnezzar of Babylon saw the world empires that will exist through time on earth.  
At the end of time there is a mixture of iron and clay.  Iron represents the 4th kingdom, and let’s see what clay represents.  In Jeremiah 18:6, God said, “Behold, as the clay is in the potter’s hand, so are ye in mine hand, O house of Israel.”  Thus clay represents the house of Israel, or the church of God.  The sanctuary goes through the prophetic history of the church.  The prophecies of the nation go through the kingdoms of time.  Here at the bottom, we don’t have pure clay  - a pure church.  We have a mixture of iron and clay – a mixture of church nation and state – the church and state mingling together.  There is a religious power that works with state.  We are now living in the toes, right before Christ’s coming.  

The king also saw the stone cut out without hands strike the image – Jesus is the stone, or rock.  I find it interesting that the stone doesn’t hit the head or thighs, but rather the feet.  Then the image completely crumbles and falls and a new kingdom fills the whole earth.  This represents Jesus’ 2nd coming to earth.  Jesus’ kingdom will end other all other kingdoms, and His kingdom will fill this earth.  In the end, God’s kingdom rules forever.

In Messiah’s mansion’s sanctuary we see the life of Jesus and the church prophesied through the sanctuary, and then when Jesus steps out of the Most Holy Place, he comes to earth to take His children home.  In the dream of the image, we once again see, that at the end of these nations, Jesus comes to earth to establish His kingdom.

King Nebuchadnezzar acknowledged that God was the God of God’s.  However, he was a prideful man and did not surrender his life to Him.

Shortly after, Nebuchadnezzar made an image of pure gold, 90 feet tall and 9 ft. wide – about 5x the height of this image.  In other words, he liked the idea of the image, but he made the entire image out of gold to show his kingdom was going to rule forever.  He called all his rulers to the dedication of the image.  An order was given: when the music played, the people were to bow down and worship the golden image.  Those who did not would be thrown into a burning fiery furnace.  Daniel’s 3 friends were there, and they did not bow down and worship the image.  King Nebuchadnezzar was furious and asked them if this was so.  They replied, “O Nebuchadnezzar, we are not careful to answer thee in this matter.  If it be so, our God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the burning fiery furnace, and he will deliver us out of thine hand, O king.  But if not, be it known unto thee, O king, that we will not serve thy gods, nor worship the golden image which thou hast set up.”  In fury, Nebuchadnezzar ordered the furnace to be heated up 7 times hotter, and he commanded the most mighty men to bind them and throw them into the furnace.  The fire was so hot, that it killed the men who threw them in, but Daniel’s 3 friends walked in the fire.  Then the king saw a 4th man walking in the fire, and said it was like the Son of God.  Nebuchadnezzar called the men out of the fire.  The chords that bound them had been burned away, but not a hair of their head was singed, neither were their coats burned, nor the smell of fire on them.  King Nebuchadnezzar acknowledged God had saved them, and he promoted them as leaders of Babylon.

Once again, we see Satan trying to kill God’s faithful people, but God delivering His faithful children from death.  The chords that bound them and were burned represent sin.  Proverbs 5:22 says, “He shall be holden with the cords of his sins.”  The chords were burned – representing the altar of sacrifice with fire in the sanctuary – which represents the removal of sin from our lives.  And yet their coats were untouched – representing God’s character, Christ’s robe of righteousness that we are to wear.  This is how God prepares us for His kingdom – he separates the sin from our lives, and gives us His robe of righteousness to wear – even in the ungodly and corrupt kingdoms of this world.
Lion with Wings (Daniel 4)

As Americans, we adopted the Greek linear thinking, and so we tell a story in chronological order from beginning to the end.  However, Hebrew literature is circular thinking.  It tells the same story, several times, and adds more details each time.  As we study the prophecies of Daniel, we see the same theme multiple times, the nations that will rule this world, but each time more details are added.

Many years later, Daniel himself had a vision that prophesied the nations that would rule the world.  He dreamed about four beasts that came up from the sea consecutively.  They are called the 1st beast, 2nd beast, etc.  This vision goes along beside Nebuchadnezzar’s vision of the image, but more details are added.  This vision is recorded in Daniel 7.  

These beasts all arise from the sea.  The sea represents people.  Revelation 17:15 says, “The waters which thou sawest, where the whore sitteth, are peoples, and multitudes, and nations, and tongues.”  These nations arose from the sea, meaning they conquered other nations that were full of people.

“The first was like a lion, and had eagle’s wings.”  A lion with eagle’s wings is a common symbol of Babylon and can be found in their artwork.  The lion is called the king of the beasts and the eagle is called the king of the air.  Nebuchadnezzar is told “You are the king of kings.”  In Daniel’s day, Babylon was the king of the world – he was the ruling empire.  The wings represent the rapidity with which Babylon conquered under Nebuchadnezzar.  Deuteronomy 28:49 says, “The Lord shall bring a nation against thee from far, from the end of the earth, as swift as the eagle flieth.”  I find it interesting that the image’s head that represents Babylon, and the lion, are both gold in color. 

“I beheld till the wings thereof were plucked - and it was lifted up from the earth, and made stand upon the feet as a man, and a man’s heart was given to it.”  When this vision was given, a change had taken place; its wings had been plucked.  It no longer flew like an eagle upon its prey.  The boldness of the lion were gone.  A weak man’s heart had taken its place.  Such was the case in Nebuchadnezzar’s grandson who ruled, Belshazzar.  He stayed in Babylon drinking and partying instead of conquering the world.  Thus Babylon came to an end in BC538.

Let’s go back to the mighty King Nebuchadnezzar of Babylon.  In Daniel 4, King Nebuchadnezzar had a vision.  Once again, the wise men of Babylon were unable to interpret the dream for him, but Daniel, through the power of God, was able to interpret the vision. 

In his vision, he saw a tree.  A holy one came from heaven and said “Cut down the tree, but leave the stump of his roots in the earth with a band around it.  Let it be wet with the dew of heaven and let his portion be with the beasts in the grass of the earth.  Let his heart be changed from a man’s, and let a beast’s heart be given unto him; and let seven times pass over him.  That the living may know that the most High ruleth in the kingdom of men, and giveth it to whomsoever he will.  Daniel told king Nebuchadnezzar the interpretation.  “The tree that thou saw, is you O king.  God has decreed that you shall be driven from men and dwell with the beasts of the field, and you shall be wet with dew and eat grass as the oxen and seven times will pass over you until you acknowledge the most High rules the kingdom of men and giveth it to whomsoever he will.  As the stump remained, your kingdom will remain.”  Then Daniel counseled the king: “break off thy sins and shew mercy to the poor.  It may lengthen your peace.”

A year later king Nebuchadnezzar was in his palace and said, “Is not this great Babylon, that I have built for the house of the kingdom by the might of my power, and for the honour of my majesty?”  While the word was in his mouth, a voice from heaven said, “The kingdom is departed from thee,” and he was driven outside like a beast under the dew and to eat grass.  7 years later king Nebuchadnezzar’s reason was returned and he praised and extoled God.  He said “Those that walk in pride God is able to abase.”

Optional:  Let me share some prophecy symbols with you:  
Tree – Nebuchadnezzar represents the tree, Jesus referred to Jerusalem as a fig tree.  In Psalms 1 a righteous man is also called a tree.
Times – 7 times passed over him – 7 years he ate the grass.  God has other prophecies where He uses times also in Daniel and Revelation.

As you notice, when Daniel interpreted the dreams, King Nebuchadnezzar recognized God as God of the world.  With the 3 Hebrews in the fiery furnace, king Nebuchadnezzar again recognized the power of God.  But it wasn’t until after the king was humbled as a beast of the field, that He realized God was a personal God over him.  God keeps working with each one of us too through our lifetime.  He desires to give us a new humble heart.

Well, the kingdom of Babylon didn’t last forever, so let’s move to the next beast.






Bear (Daniel 5-6)

So now let’s look at this beast that represents the second world-empire of the image: Medo-Persia.  Once again it comes up out of the sea, out of people.

“The second beast was like a bear, and it raised up itself on one side, and it had 3 ribs in the mouth of it between the teeth of it”  

The two sides represent the Medes and Persians.  Darius the great, a Mede, was the king who conquered Babylon.  Cyrus, a Persian, was the general, who became king after Darius.  The kings that followed were all Persians, thus the one side raised itself up.  

The 3 ribs in its mouth represent Lydia, Babylon and Egypt – 3 large nations that were especially crushed by its power when conquering the world.

I find it interesting that there is a species of grizzly bear called the silver bear, and that the Medes and Persians were known for accumulating the largest amount of silver in ancient history.

Now, let me tell you the story of Babylon being taken over by Medo-Persia.

Belshazzar, Nebuchadnezzar’s grandson, was the last king of Babylon.   He had a big party.  In fact, remember those vessels taken from Israel?  They were drinking alcohol out of the holy vessels from God’s temple, and they were praising the gods of gold, silver, brass, iron, wood, and stone.  [optional note those are the elements of Daniel 2 image.  Clay is decomposed wood.]  In the midst of their party, all of a sudden, a hand appeared and wrote on the wall.  Nobody could understand it.  Belshazzar was so scared that his loins were loosed and his knees smote together.  He invited Daniel to come interpret it.  It said: ““Mene, mene, tekel, upharsin.”  It meant “God hath numbered thy kingdom and finished it.  Thou art weighed in the balances and found wanting.  Thy kingdom is divided and given to the Medes and Persians.”  

That very night, Cyrus diverted the Euphrates river, marched through the gates in the river channel right into the palace, and killed king Belshazzar.  Cyrus fulfilled Isaiah 45:1 which says, “Thus saith the Lord to his anointed, to Cyrus, whose right hand I have holden, to subdue nations before him; and I will loose the loins of kings, to open before him the two leaved gates; and the gates shall not be shut.”  Over 100 years before Cyrus was born, he was prophesied by name to loose the loins of a king and walk through his gates and subdue him.  Thus, according to God’s prophecy, Medo-Persia conquered Babylon in 538BC.  Cyrus also fulfilled the prophecy to end the Jewish 70-year captivity.  Isaiah 44:28 says, “That saith of Cyrus, He is my shepherd, and shall perform all my pleasure: even saying to Jerusalem, Thou shalt be built; and to the temple, Thy foundation shall be laid.”  Ezra 1 tells us the story of Cyrus making the decree for the Israelites to be able to return from the captivity of Babylon to rebuild their city and temple in Jerusalem.  Exactly 70 years after captivity, in 536BC, God’s prophecy was fulfilled to return the Jews to their nation.  Once again God was right on time.

When Darius conquered Babylon, he set 120 princes to rule, and Daniel, because of his excellent spirit, ruled over the whole realm.  Because of Daniel’s faithfulness to God, he was also faithful in business.  The princes didn’t like Daniel ruling over them, but they couldn’t find any fault in Daniel to accuse him.  And so they came up with a plan.  They went to King Darius and told him they had an idea to honor the king.  They wanted a decree made that anybody who asked a petition of any God or man for 30 days should be thrown into the lion’s den.  The Medes and Persians were so proud, that they had a rule their decrees could not be changed.  In other words, they wouldn’t admit they had been wrong.  Darius, in his pride of being honored, signed the decree.  It was Daniel’s custom to pray three times a day as he looked toward Jerusalem – as he prayed for His people to return and rebuild Jerusalem according to the prophecy.  Eventhough Daniel knew about the decree, he boldly prayed in his window so the whole world could see he prayed to His God in heaven no matter what an earthly king said.  The princes quickly ran to King Darius and told him Daniel was praying.  Immediately Darius realized he had been trapped, and he spent the day trying to figure out how he could save Daniel.  But the princes reminded him that the law of Medes and Persians could not be changed.  And so the king commanded that Daniel be thrown into the lion’s den, and the king told Daniel, “Thy God whom thou servest continually, he will deliver thee.”  King Darius believed in the power of Daniel’s God.  The next morning, the king rushed to the lion’s den and said, “Daniel, O Daniel, servant of the living God, is thy God, whom thou servest continually, able to deliver thee from the lions?”  Daniel replied “O king, live forever.  My God hath sent his angel, and hath shut the lions’ mouths, that they have not hurt me; forasmuch as before him innocency was found in me; and also before thee, O king, have I done no hurt.”  The king was thrilled and commanded Daniel to be brought up!  The king then commanded the wisemen and their families to be thrown in the lions’ den.  And the lions broke their bones before they touched the bottom of the den.  King Darius said, “I make a decree, That in every dominion of my kingdom men tremble and fear before the God of Daniel: for he is the living God, and stedfast forever, and his kingdom that which shall not be destroyed, and his dominion shall be even unto the end.  He delivereth and rescueth, and he worketh signs and wonders in heaven and in earth, who have delivered Daniel from the power of the lions.”  And so Daniel prospered in the reign of both Darius and Cyrus.

Once again we see a king who acknowledged the power of God, but needed to learn to surrender his life to the power of God.  Once again we see Satan trying to destroy the faithful children of God, and God delivers His faithful child.  

This kingdom tried to mix church and state by making a decree as to who the people could and could not worship.  But Daniel worshiped God first no matter what, and he was faithful to his nation second.  Daniel should be a hero and example to us – to be faithful to God, even through death decrees.  We can trust our God who has power over nations, fire, lions, and all things.


Leopard (Daniel 7-8)

“I beheld like a leopard, which had four wings of a fowl, and four heads, and dominion was given to it.”

I find it interesting that a leopard’s colors are similar to bronze from the image, and that Greece is commonly associated with bronze as a metal used in their bronze art and sculptures.

You will notice there are 4 wings on this leopard, whereas the lion had only 2 wings.  This nation conquered even faster – like the speed of a leopard.  This correlates with the next kingdom that is on the belly and thighs of the image.  The next world empire was Greece.  This fits the characteristics of Alexander the Great.  A Grecian, he conquered the world very quickly, in less than 10 years.  Alexander returned home, went to drinking, and died in his prime of life and power at the age of 34.  Alexander the Great was able to conquer the world quickly – but he couldn’t conquer his own self.  Proverbs 16:32 says “He that is slow to anger is better than the mighty; and he that ruleth his spirit than he that taketh a city.”

When Alexander the Great died, his kingdom was divided by his 4 generals – this is represented in the 4 heads of the leopard.

As we look at the Daniel 2 image and Daniel 7 beasts, we can see the nations presented are the same.  Daniel 2 is very basic, and Daniel 7 adds more details.  Two years after Daniel had a vision of the beasts, he had another vision that prophesied the nations, and he recorded it in Daniel 8.  This vision gives even further details about the same nations.  

Daniel 8 starts with a two-horned ram.  God identifies it Himself in Daniel 8:20: “The ram which thou sawest having two horns, are the kings of Media and Persia.”  Thus the ram represents the same nation as the bear: Medo-Persia.  Let’s look at the similarities.  One ram’s horn was higher than the other, and the higher one came up last, just like one side of the bear raised itself up.  The Medes began strong, but the Persians grew stronger.  

Then came a he goat from the west with a notable horn.  God Himself identifies the goat in Daniel 8:21: “And the rough goat is the king of Grecia; and the great horn that is between his eyes is the first king.” Thus the he goat and leopard both represent the same kingdom - Greece, and we will see similar characteristics. This notable horn is the first king, Alexander the Great, who conquered the world.  This goat touched not the ground, meaning he conquered the world very quickly. The goat hit the ram and it fell to the ground – Greece conquered Medo-Persia in 331BC.

In the vision, the notable horn grew strong, it was broken, and four ones came up toward the four winds, just like the leopard has 4 heads.  When Alexander the Great died, his kingdom was divided between four generals.  Daniel 8 gives us further detail, that it was to the four winds.  And indeed, the four generals divided the kingdom according to the four winds, or directions: North, South, East, and West.  Daniel 11 goes on to further describe the battles that occurred between the kings of the North and the king of the South.

Greece did not last forever – another kingdom would arise.  Daniel 8 says out of these 4 horns came a little horn which grew to be exceeding great.  It went toward the south, east, and pleasant land.  The pleasant land is Jerusalem.  (Psalms 106:23-24 says, “Therefore he said that he would destroy them, had not Moses his chosen stood before him in the breach, to turn away his wrath, lest he should destroy them.  24 Yea, they despised the pleasant land, they believed not his word.)  So the next world empire that conquered Greece came from the Northwest.  And now let’s go see what world empire that was.  



Beast (Daniel 7)

“After this I saw a 4th beast, dreadful and terrible, and strong exceedingly, and it had great iron teeth; it devoured and brake in pieces, and stamped the residue with the feet of it: and it was diverse from all the beasts that were before it; and it had ten horns.  I considered the horns, and, there came up among them another little horn, before whom there were three of the first horns plucked up by the roots and in this horn were eyes like the eyes of man and a mouth speaking great things.”

History tells us who overthrew Greece.  Can anyone tell me who the next world empire was that came from the Northwest to conquer Greece?  Rome

In the Daniel 2 image, we see legs of iron.  This beast also has iron teeth.  I find it interesting that Rome was known for “the iron age” and its weapons and tools made of iron.  

In the Daniel 2 image, after the iron legs, are 10 toes of iron and clay.  In this beast, we also see 10 horns come from the nation of Rome.  Rome was not conquered by another world empire, but rather it broke apart into 10 European nations: the Huns, Ostrogoths, Visigoths, Franks, Vandals, Suevi, Burgundians, Heruli, Anglo-Saxons, and Lombards.  We still see them today.  In fact, the Anglo-Saxons are England, and the Franks are France.

Daniel 2:43 says, “And whereas thou sawest iron mixed with miry clay, they shall mingle themselves with the seed of men: but they shall not cleave one to another, even as iron is not mixed with clay.”  Through the years, European countries have tried to reunite through minging in marriage, but they have not been able to, and God prophesies that they will not cleave together, but that it will be as iron mixed with clay.  Hitler tried to create another world empire, but was unable.   As these horns and toes show, there will never again be a world empire before Jesus comes.

The 10 toes of the image are the last thing before the stone comes – right before Jesus comes.  The 10 horns of this prophecy are also right before God’s kingdom comes.  They are the same nations and timeframe.  Remember the image’s toes were iron and clay – which represents the mixing of church and state.  Now let’s look to see what further details Daniel 7 gives.  As Daniel watched, a little horn came up and plucked out three of the horns.  This little horn had eyes like a man and spoke great words.  This little horn represents the power that arose out of Rome and combined church and state.  It plucked up, or destroyed, the Heruli, Vandals, and Ostrogoths so they could gain their power over Europe.  Daniel 7:21 says that it made war with the saints.  History tells us, that in the dark ages, these European nations, that were remnants of Rome, had a religious power that arose and ruled over them.  This power killed many Christian martyrs, including burning thousands at the stake.  

In Daniel 7, this little horn power is in existence when the judgement begins, and the books are opened.  This is followed by the second coming of Christ.  Daniel 7:14 says, “And there was given him dominion, and glory, and a kingdom, that all people, nations, and languages, should serve him: his dominion is an everlasting dominion, which shall not pass away, and his kingdom that which shall not be destroyed.”

With each vision in Daniel, we see more details of earth’s history right before the stone hits the image – right before Jesus comes.  The book of Daniel provides us with a foundation of prophecy.  The book of Revelation tells us a lot more details of this last little horn power – and what to expect in this world in the last days, right before Jesus comes.  

Survey Tent (Jesus Coming Again)

Our world is going crazy, and we know we are living in the last days.  

As we looked at these visions of Daniel 2, 7, and 8, we see the nations of this earth repeated.  Each nation has the similar identifying markers, but each vision expands with more details.

The Daniel 2 image prophecy has been completely fulfilled except the stone.  the Daniel 2 image ends with a stone hitting the image, turning it into dust, and growing into a kingdom of God that fills the whole earth and lasts forever.   Today, we are living in the toes right before the stone comes.

The Daniel 7 vision ends with, “But the judgment shall sit, and they shall take away his [the little horn’s] dominion, to consume and to destroy it unto the end.  And the kingdom and dominion, and the greatness of the kingdom under the whole heaven, shall be given to the people of the saints of the most High, whose kingdom is an everlasting kingdom, and all dominions shall serve and obey him.”  The nations prophesied in Daniel 7 have all been fulfilled, and we are now living in the time of the judgment.  In Messiah’s Mansion’s sanctuary tour, we also see in prophecy that Jesus is in the Most Holy Place right now, judging the earth, so He can come again.  So here we see the prophecy of the church timeline, and nation timeline, coming together in judgement right before Christ’s second coming.

Daniel 8:14 says, “And he said unto me, Unto two thousand and three hundred days; then shall the sanctuary be cleansed.”  Then, speaking of the little horn it says, “And he shall be broken without hand.”  Once again Daniel 8 shows us we are living in the time of judgement right before the destruction of this last horn and the 2nd coming of Christ.  

In Daniel 8 and Daniel 9, there is another prophecy that prophesied the life and death of Jesus.  Jesus was born, baptized, crucified, and raised from the dead exactly on time.  That prophecy also tells us when Jesus entered the most holy place in the heavenly sanctuary, to judge the earth, and to come again.  Just like God has fulfilled hundreds of previous prophecies exactly on time, Jesus will come again, exactly on time.  

While Daniel prophesies the overview of the nations of this world, Revelation prophesies end time events.  Revelation explains in detail the power that mingles iron and clay, – church and state – and sets up the mark of the beast.  God tells us what to expect in these last moments of world history so that we won’t be deceived – so we can be prepared to be faithful to God like Daniel, even when church and state mingle.

It may seem like Jesus is delaying.  Habakuk 2:2-3 says, “And the Lord answered me, and said, Write the vision, and make it plain upon tables, that he may run that readeth it. 3 For the vision is yet for an appointed time, but at the end it shall speak, and not lie: though it tarry, wait for it; because it will surely come, it will not tarry.”

Here at Messiah’s Prophecies, we have written some visions in 3D objects so we can understand them better.  These visions may seem to tarry, but Jesus will surely come!

Remember Amos 3:7 says, “Surely the Lord God will do nothing, but he revealeth his secret unto his servants the prophets.”  So God has even let us know what he is doing in these very last end days.
